· 6 copies of the completed application form (with abstract inside the provided space on the application form) and the signature (on the application form) of a representative of the applicant's History Department verifying that qualifying exams have been passed or that A.B.D. status has been achieved in some other way. 

· 6 copies of a Curriculum Vitae

· 6 copies of a Statement describing the proposed dissertation (limit: 3 pages, single-spaced). The statement should discuss the project’s central argument, its contribution to the field, its methodology and range of sources, and the author’s timetable for completion. 

· 6 copies each of 2 letters of recommendation in sealed envelopes, enclosed with the candidate’s application . 

· a self-addressed, stamped postcard, with the statement "Your CCWH/Berkshire graduate student award application has been received."
